M Make sure you can hear the building alarm system when you are in your dorm room.

M Learn your building’s evacuation plan and practice
all drills as if they were the real thing.

M If you live off campus, have a fire escape plan with two ways
out of every room.

M When the smoke alarm or fire alarm sounds, get out of the FACT
building quickly and stay out. (D Fires in dormitories are more
M Stay in the kitchen when cooking. common during the evening
M Cook only when you are alert, not sleepy or drowsy hours, between 5-11 pm,
from medicine or alcohol. and on weekends.

M Check with your local fire department for any restrictions
before using a barbeque grill, fire pit, or chimenea.
